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Thank you for allowing GoCertificates.com ("GoCertificates"), Inc. to provide the following 
information regarding its product NotariesOnDemand.com ("NOD"). 

NOD is a web-based, online remote notarization solution developed by GoCertificates. 
Currently, NOD is approved for use by Notary Publics performing remote notarial acts, who are 
licensed in Pennsylvania, Texas, Oregon and Maryland. Additionally, NOD is available to the 
public in any state that shares reciprocity with, and honors remote notarizations performed by 
Notaries acting within their respective jurisdictions. 

Fully commissioned Notaries operating from NOD's current authorized jurisdictions act as 
contractors to provide notarial services to the public. The following pages outline NOD's 
processes and functionality.

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Overview 

Notaries on Demand provides customers with a quick and easy solution to have documents 
notarized online. 

► Notarizations are performed in conformance with the laws of the State where the Notary 
resides. 

► Users will create an account on Notaries on Demand. 
► Users then will upload the document that is to be notarized. 
► A Notaries on Demand staff member will review the document and ensure that it is eligible 

to be electronically notarized. 
► Once the document is accepted, the user will be directed to the two-step identification 

authentication procedure. 
► The first step will require the user to correctly answer 5 authentication questions based 

off the information entered. This process is performed by Electronic Verification Systems, 
LLC ("EVS") (https://www.electronicverificationsystems.com/). 

► Upon passing this step, the user is then passed to Evident ID, Inc. ("Evident") 
(https://www.evidentid.com/). 

► for the second step of identity verification. The user will upload their ID to Evident as well 
as a picture of themselves ("Se Ifie"). Evident will then verify the identity and send a pass 
or fail. 

► If the user passes, a staff member will schedule a video chat to finalize the notarization. 
► A Notaries on Demand notary will then conduct a recorded Zoom call with the user. During 

the call, the user will share their screen and create an electronic signature. 
► The Notaries on Demand notary will then affix their seal to the record and securely upload 

it back into the portal on the website. 
► Fee is $25 per session. 

Notaries on Demand also offers a full customer service experience where an online 
concierge will walk a customer fully through the process via whichever method the 
customer prefers: online chat, phone, or video conference.

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Process 

1. The Notary Receives an Email advising them that a customer has uploaded a new 
document to be notarized into NOD's secure web portal. 

2. The Notary will log into their account using their username and password as seen below.

3. After logging in, the Notary is redirected to their dashboard which will display their Pending 
Orders. The Notary can click on "View" for the order and this will allow the Notary to review 
the document that the customer would like to have notarized. The upload needs to be 
valid and fall under the guidelines of the Notary's respective notarization laws. After 
review, the notaries can select "Allow Document· if it is acceptable. If the document does 
not conform to the criteria to notarize for the Notary's State, the document will be rejected . 
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4. Once the document is granted approval, the customer is notified and is prompted to make 
their payment. Each session is $25. Once payment has been made, the two step 
Identification Verification will begin. 

a. After payl'!lent, the user is sent to the Knowledge-Based Authentication ("KBA") 
provided by EVS. 

i. Here, the User should have 2 minutes to answer a minimum of 5 multiple 
choice questions. 

ii. User must achieve a minimum score of 80% to proceed to the next step. 
iii. If successful: User moves to the credential analysis provided by Evident ID. 
iv. If unsuccessful: User has one more chance at the KBA. 
v. If fails second attempt: User must be blocked from the site for 24 hours. 
vi. If passes second attempt: User moves on to the credential analysis. 

b. At the credential analysis portion, the User will be directed to Evident and prompted 
to take a picture of their government issued ID and take a Selfie. 

i. Evident will have the User take these pictures with their cell phone. 
ii. Evident's software will run biometrics and compare the ID photo with the 

Selfie. 
iii. Evident will provide the Notary with a report on their findings. 

5. After both Identity Verifications are successful, the Notary wil l be permitted to schedule 
an appoint to occur over Zoom. The Notary will work with the customer to schedule a 
mutually agreed upon time to perform the notarial act. A link to the password protected 
Zoom Meeting will be sent to the customer. 

6. At the beginning of the scheduled meeting, the Notary must inform the customer that the 
meeting is being recorded. If the customer does not wish to be recorded, the Notary must 
inform the customer that this is required by law. If the customer still objects, the 
notarization will not occur, and the customer will effectively have cancelled their order. 
The customer will not be refunded in this scenario. 

7. Once the customer agrees to continue the session, the Notary can prepare the document 
for notarization. The Notary will first download the document from the NOD secure portal. 
Using their PDF editing software (Adobe), the Notary will fill the blanks within the Notary 
Certificate. They will not sign or apply their seal at this point. 

8. Next, the Notary will ask the customer to log onto their secure NOD portal and the Notary 
will verify that the customer is not under duress and is requesting the notarization willingly. 
The Notary will request that the customer use the "Share Screen" feature within Zoom to 
share their screen. This will allow the Notary to witness the customer's signature in real 
time. From the portal, the customer will click on "Sign" next to the document they wish to 
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be notarized. A pop-up box as seen below will be generated and the customer will make 
their signature within the box.

9. After witnessing the signature, the Notary will download the customer's signature by 
clicking on "View" under the View Signature column and save it as a .png file . The notary 
will affix the customer signature by choosing Tools, Edit PDF, Add Image, and then 
choosing the saved customer signature image. Click Open, then drag and resize the 
signature into place. 

10. Within the Certificate the Notary will add a statement that reads; "This notarial act was 
performed using communication technology." 

11 . After the customer signature is set, the document can be signed by the Notary stamped 
with the Notary's seal by first plugging in their USB notary token, then, in Adobe, choosing 
"Tools," "Certificates," "Digitally Sign," and finally draw a box on the area where you'd like 
the stamp and signature to appear. Once the document is finalized and saved, the Notary 
will upload the notarized document to the customer's portal and the customer will be 
notified that the document is available for their use. 

12. Finally, the Notary will have the recording of the notarization saved on their computer. 
The notary will also have the option to use NOD as a backup/repository for the audio­
visual files they generate. NOD will keep all audio-video fi les stored on its servers for at 
least (10) years. 
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System Specifications 

Notary's Signature and Seal 

NOD's notaries use an X.509 compliant digital certificate that uses Public Key Infrastructure 
(PKI) technology. The digital certificate is tamper-proof and will render any subsequent changes 
to your document evident. 

System Requirements 

NOD is supported on both desktop and mobile devices. Desktop and mobile devices are required 
to be equipped with audio-visual devices. Internet connection is required. Mobile devices must 
be capable of downloading Zoom from its respective App Store. 

Management 

Prior to the acceptance of a new Notary partner applicant, NOD will ensure that the Notary has 
an active commission within the State and that the Notary carries both electronic and remote 
notary endorsements. NOD will also track commission expirations to ensure that current Notary 
partners with expired commission will not have access to perform remote notarizations until their 
commissions are reinstated. 
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
