REOUESTEP ACTION

Authorize the Department of Justice ("Department") to amend an existing sole source
contract with Sophus Consulting Inc., Folsom CA 95630 (Vendor # 201182-BOOl, Purchase
Order #1050805) approved by the Govemor and Executive Council on November 12, 2014, item
#58A, amended on June 24, 2015, item #5F, amended on December 16, 2015, item #4C,
amended on May 18, 2016, item #47, amended on June 7, 2017, item #136 and amended on May
1, 2019, item #5B, by extending the contract end date only from June 30, 2020, to June 30, 2021,
to complete the enhancements and version updates to the Department's ProLaw case
management system, effective upon approval of the Govemor and Executive Council through ,
June 30, 2021. No additional funds are involved in this time extension

EXPLANATION

This is a sole source request because the Department of Justice is currently working
with the vendor on existing module upgrades to this proprietary software and needs to
remain with the current vendor for expansions and future upgrades. The Department
entered into a sole source contract agreement with Sophus Consulting Inc. on November 12,
2014, in order to upgrade the Department's Prolaw electronic records and case management
system from version 9 to version 11. Before this upgrade could take place, the Department
needed to upgrade and move its existing network server to the Department of Safety in order to
be Criminal Justice Information Services (CJIS) compliant. The server migration took longer
than expected and work remained to upgrade and expand the remaining Prolaw modules used by
each bureau in the Department. Therefore, on June 24, 2015, the Department requested and
received approval to extend the contract end date to December 31,2015., Although much of the
planned work regarding the expansion of Prolaw was completed, there were still more
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enhancements to be made. Therefore, on December 16, 2015, the Department requested and
received approval to extend the contract end date to June 30, 2017.

During the course of this expansion, it was determined that three new modules needed to
be added. Therefore, on May 18, 2016, the Department requested and received approval to
increase the contract price in order to add the three new modules and to upgrade Prolaw to a
Microsoft Windows 10 compatible version. Because the module expansions took longer than
expected, the Department received approval to extend the end date from June 30, 2017, to June
30,2019.

The module expansion was still in progress, which further delayed the upgrade timeline.
In addition, the Department's Microsoft Exchange and Microsoft Office software had to be
upgraded in order to move forward with the Prolaw Microsoft Windows 10 compatible version.
The Microsoft Exchange and Microsoft Office software upgrades were in process. Testing of the
new version of Prolaw was expected to begin shortly'after the upgrades took place. Because the
upgrades took longer than expected, the Department received approval to extend the end date
from June 30, 2019, to June 30, 2020.

During the testing phase of the Prolaw upgrade, it was discovered that the Department
needed a new server environment in order to complete the final phase of the Prolaw expansion
and upgrade. Construction of the new hardware and software environment is still underway.
This will further delay the final, completion of the project. Therefore, the Department seeks
approval to extend only the end date from June 30, 2020 to June 30, 2021. Current funding is
sufficient to finish the upgrade.
