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EXPLANATION

Twenty thousand dollars ($20,000) have been secured through grant funding from the National Oceanic
and Atmospheric Administration to the Great Bay National Estuarine Research Reserve to complete an
emergency management plan for the Great Bay Discovery Center visitor’s center, the Hugh Gregg Conservation
Center, the Depot House, and the surrounding lands in Greenland, NH. A template for this plan has been provided
by the funder, and the funding will be used to support winter salary for a part time naturalist to assist with the
project, and will also fund a contract with a person or organization that has experience in emergency management
planning to complete the final plan. The balance of funds not budgeted here ($1,517) will reimburse associated
Department indirect costs. The additional federal funds will be matched through volunteer time. Our program
administers a highly successful volunteer program, providing over 2,500 hours of volunteer time in the past fiscal
year (well beyond what is needed for this funding).
