Pursuant to RSA 4:39-c and 228:31, authorize the Department of Transportation to sell a 0.36 +/-of an
acre parcel of State owned land located on the southeasterly side of NH Route 11 in the Town of
Farmington to A.J. Cameron's Sod Farms, Inc. for thirteen thousand one hundred ($13,100.00) dollars
which includes a one thousand one hundred ($1,100.00) dollar Administrative Fee, effective upon
Governor and Executive Council approval.

This parcel is the remnant of a larger parcel acquired by the Department in 1952 for the construction of
NH Route 11 through this area as part of the Farmington — New Durham FAP F-216(5) F-45(2) project.

This request has been reviewed by this Department and it has been determined that this parcel is
surplus to our operational needs and interest.

Approval of the sale of this property by the Council of Resources and Development is no longer
necessary per RSA 4:39-c whereas the parcel to be sold was purchased with Highway Funds.
