Motion to be Heard by Telephone on November 24th

1. Factual Basis for Motion


Petitioner requested a two working days extension of the hearing date from November 24th to the week of November 30th (the state is closed on November 26-27) and Chairman Cook responded with two false claims: (a) the hearing date was “set by law” and (2) there was urgency to print ballots.


Petitioner has read the relevant statute and there is no legal date required for the hearing in this matter. Mandated dates only apply to “general election years,” N.H.Stat. §665:5 (I). The statute has time limits for “general election years” but otherwise there are no preset requirements. Cook either misunderstood or misstated the applicable law. Moreover, there is no urgency to print ballots at a time when Petitioner believes the exact date of the presidential primary has not yet been set. Chairman Cook’s law firm and petitioner have a history of Cook’s firm making malicious and unfounded attacks on Petitioner. 

Petitioner has now attempted to reschedule his long-scheduled political commitments in California for the week of November 23rd and has been unable to do so. The only way he can be heard is by phone from San Francisco.

2. New Hampshire law


New Hampshire courts routinely conduct hearings in civil and criminal matters by telephone; therefore petitioner’s request does not raise a novel issue.

3. Conclusion


Given his inability to change long-scheduled political commitments, Petitioner is unable to appear in person on November 24th and the BLC refuses to afford him the courtesy of a two-day extension top the week of November 30th. Telephone participation is the only option.

Petitioner asks that he be allowed to participate by telephone in the hearing scheduled in this matter for November 24th. If the BLC refuses to hear Petitioner by phone he will compelled to appeal to the New Hampshire Supreme Court on the basis that he was denied due process under the New Hampshire and United States Constitutions and that Chairman Cook’s law firm is corrupting the BLC process. By refusing as of the current date to proceed in a normal and reasonable manner consistent with established principles of due process, the BLC is only delaying the resolution of this case rather than expediting the matter.
