Motion for Continuance of Hearing Based on: 

[1] Late-Filed and Voluminous Bernie Sanders Response, and
[2] Questions about “Particularly Qualified Commission Member”


Petitioner moves the Commission for a continuance and/or adjournment from the scheduled date of November 24th due to the voluminous and late-filed Bernie Sanders response and also a late filing by the New Hampshire Democratic Party. Petitioner has not been able to print out the Sanders response due to its large size and the fact it keeps jamming his printer. Petitioner has requested from Bernstein Shur a hard copy of both the initial Sanders response and all future Sanders filings. 


It is obviously unreasonable to expect someone who was served with a massive response on midday Friday to prepare a response in one working day. A continuance of the hearing is mandated. Sanders obviously knew he had problems with his ballot eligibility; he hired Bernstein Shur months ago. His lawyers waited until the last minute to do a massive document dump on Petitioner so he would be handicapped in responding.


The statute requires Petitioner to receive “reasonable notice.” Service of a seventy-page document one working day before the scheduled hearing is not reasonable notice under either the New Hampshire statute or the Constitution, N.H.Stat. § 665:11. 

In addition, we still do not know if the Commission is lawfully constituted, N.H.Stat. 665:1 (I). The governing statute requires appointment a member who is “particularly qualified by experience in election procedure.” The Chairman by his questionable conduct in this matter obviously fails that criterion. Despite Petitioner’s request for disclosure of which Commission member is “particularly qualified,” there has not yet been a response. If the Commission does not have such a member, who is subject to examination/cross-examination on his or her qualifications, the Commission is not lawfully constituted and could be subject to another extraordinary writ in the Supreme Court.
