FILINGS BY JOE HAAS FOR RECONSIDERATION OF DECISION
AND FURTHER FILING REGARDING HOLDING OF HEARING

ORDER

The Ballof Law Commission (“the Commission”) has held two public hearings
and issued two decisions on the complaint of Joseph Haas challenging the designation of
two congressional districts in the state. In both BLC 2 and 6, it denied the relief
requested. Mr. Haas has again filed for reconsideration in documents received on
November 5 by the Secretary of State and by e-mail dated November 20. Both filings
allege the same position set forth in the prior filings and offer nothing substantive in the
way of new bases for action.

Finding no jurisdiction in New Hampshire law for the Commission to deal with
this complaint, no additional bases stated for the complaint than in those fej ected
previously, the petition for reconsideration is denied.

Also, on November 26, 2012, Mr. Haas filed a document with the Secretary of
State and other officers of state government, objecting to the cancellation of a scheduled
hearing for that date, due to the fact that there were no matters to come before the
Commission as appeals from recounts of votes for offices considered by the voters at the

November 6, 2012 general election. The Commission is required to meet on the “fourth



Monday of November in each general election year” under RSA 665:5 II. That section
also states, “The Commission shall hear and decide all pending matters concerning the
election of persons to the New Hampshire general court.” As there were no such matters
pending, given that there were no appeals, the Commission cancelled its scheduled
meeting, after consultation with counsel on its right to do so. The Commission finds Mr.
Haas’ complaint about such cancellation to be without merit.
