Supplemental Motion to Reschedule Hearing in this Matter

1. Factual Basis for Rescheduling


 Petitioner already has one motion pending to reschedule the currently scheduled November 24th hearing. 
Petitioner is preparing this current motion near the close of business on November 18th. He has received no communication from the Commission concerning the statutory notice of the proceeding (N.H.Stat. § 665:11), or disclosure of where the proceeding will be held. There is no notice of what the issues will be at the proceeding due to the lack of any opposition documents from the Respondent. BLC proceedings legally cannot be a game of hide-and-seek. 

2. New Hampshire law



“It is well established that due process guarantees also apply to administrative agencies.” Appeal of Lathrop, 444 A.2d 505, 122 N.H. 262, 265 (N.H. 1982). “The board may not abuse its discretion, even in matters of the manner and timing of a hearing…” Appeal of Morin, 669 A.2d 207, 140 N.H. 515, 518 (N.H. 1995). To compel Petitioner to appear and proceed at a hearing without reasonable notice and an opportunity to research and prepare his arguments is a clear violation of Due Process. 
Reasonable notice of opposing claims and arguments and an opportunity to research and prepare replies are all elements of basic Due Process. Petitioner, moreover, is being denied Equal Protection. Published reports indicate Respondent was aware of bona fide questions involving his ballot eligibility and he hired counsel last summer. Counsel has had months to prepare; Petitioner to date has no opportunity and no notice and thus a complete denial of both Equal Protection and Due Process.

3. Conclusion


Wherefore, due to the lack of legal notice to petitioner under N.H.Stat. § 665:11, and the lack of any response from Respondent, to which Petitioner can prepare a response, Petitioner asks that the hearing in this matter be rescheduled for the week of November 30, 2015.
